Please know that the National Awards Citation Committee will NOT accept nominations directly from an individual (i.e., VFW Posts, Districts, or County Councils, First Responder’s duty station, etc.).
All information must be received by mail or hand delivered to the Department Chair by January 1, 2019.  The Department Chair shall appoint a Chief Judge to form an independent panel of qualified individuals to sort through the applications.

Law Enforcement / Firefighters / Emergency Technician

NATIONAL CITATIONS:
Given to individuals who have been recognized by their colleagues or those they serve, have demonstrated consistent excellence in the performance of their duties and consistent and skills within their profession.  For 2018 - 2019 each Department will submit a recipient in each category.  The Department will receive a citation for all three of their entries for presentation within the state, preferably at a venue outside of normal VFW events.  The purpose of this is to expose the award to a larger audience, many of whom are veterans eligible for the VFW.

National Law Enforcement Citation:
Given to an individual who serves in a municipal, county, state, or federal unit tasked with enforcement of the laws pertaining to their area of responsibility.  This award does not apply to individuals employed by private companies or security services.
National Firefighters Citation:
Given to an individual who actively fights fires as a member of any public or volunteer company organized to fight fires and give assistance to our nation’s citizens.

National Emergency Medical Technician Citation:
Given to an individual who is a healthcare emergency first-responder to accident and disaster victims.
